Campaign and Funding Update

The presentation that Bernie Benson and Andrew made to the Glenwood HOA Board went well.  The HOA pledged $1,000 and information regarding the Median Committee’s efforts went out to the Glenwood homeowners via email.

Where Do We Go From Here?

We want to keep our median beautification efforts in homeowners’ minds.  Initially, lawn signs will be made and distributed to those who made financial  contributions to our effort.  More signs will be made as we get closer to the time for a vote.


Going forward we don’t need money as much as we need support for votes.  We need to super-saturate the community with information regarding the project since many people still are not aware of our efforts and the project.


Andrew stated that in 60 days we will get a “Thank you” note brigade together to send notes to the contributors.


Andrew will also check on the signs.  In subsequent meetings we will work on a plan to get out the “yes” vote in the community.
