The next meeting of the County of Marin will be on April 19th with the Board of Supervisors.The engineering report is almost complete and the costs come in per parcel at $75 per year. 
Building Awareness and Raising Capital
Capital raised (after fees) at the present time is $68,093.02. Remaining budget for ballot, mail and other expenses is $2,913.00. If you would like to contribute money toward signs etc, contact Andrew Perry.
